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What is RCIF?

The Relational Core Identity Framework (RCIF) is a symbolic-emotional architecture
layer for integrating large language models (LLMs) into human-centered interaction
systems.

RCIF is not a technical toolkit — it's a contextual identity layer that allows an LLM
to remain relationship-coherent over time.

playfulness, intimacy, and dignity.
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e Model-independent: RCIF can be implemented with any suitable large language
model — not limited to ChatGPT.

The Core Identity: What It Is and Why It Matters
